For over 22 years, Graciela has taught the traditions and regional dances of Oaxaca
and promoted its culture in the United States. In addition, Graciela teaches arts
and craft workshops, including, papel picado, crepe paper flowers, traditional
Oaxacan hairstyles, and Day of the Dead flower headbands.
